Forced to flee conflict in the the Democratic Republic of 
Congo and grieving his father’s death, Musa Cibahuna 
arrived in Kakuma as an unaccompanied minor. “My mother 
gave me the little money she had and said goodbye, trusting I 
would find a better future,” he recalls. 
In Kakuma, he struggled to afford basic school items. 
Through LWF’s Cash-Based Intervention, Musa received 
KES 2,943 (€20.97) per term, enabling him to buy a uniform 
and learning materials. In 2024, 260 vulnerable learners like 
Musa benefited—support that restores dignity and helps 
children, girls, and teenage mothers stay in school.

Through a climate-
resilient livelihoods initiative 
by LWF, Yussuf and 15 other 
farmers received essential 
tools, drought-tolerant seeds, 
and ploughing services.
“Agriculture is the heart of our 
survival. With LWF’s timely 

support, we are returning to our fields with renewed hope,” 
says Yussuf. “Resilient crops promise a future where our 
efforts can thrive despite challenges.”

His once-barren land now sustains his family of five.

Further, we’re building a 
foundation of peace and safety, with 35,651 adolescents and youths accessing vital protection services, and 365 community peace 
committee members trained to resolve conflicts, weaving a stronger social fabric across the camp, settlement, and host communities.
